6.Students in this department may choose from the Department's Chinese Language Teaching Credit Program, Drama and Creative Arts Credit Program, Secretary and Tourism Industry Credit Program, and New Media and Cultural Writing Credit Program. Students may take the Second Foreign Language and Japanese Education Program in Secondary Schools at the Teacher Education Center or other credit-bearing programs offered by other departments of the University to take interdisciplinary courses. Credit for the credit program will be counted as graduate credit.

7. All required and elective courses in the Department's Japanese Division and the Teacher Education Center's Second Foreign Language and Japanese Education Program for Secondary Schools, the Chinese Language Teaching Credit Program, the Drama and Creative Arts Credit Program, the Secretarial and Tourism Industry Credit Program, and the New Media and Cultural Writing Credit Program are duplicated and will not be counted for graduate credit.
